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The most popular words of the day
are, Merry Christmas. With all the temptations to
fall into the trap of commercialism

or reject it all in an Ebenezer Scrooge humbug sort
of way, it is good for us to take the time to remem-
ber what those words actually mean. It is Christ-
mas — Christ’s  day.

It is the day when we celebrate His birth as a
man over two thousand years ago yet re-
main mindful that He pre-existed with the Father
and promised to return in glory one day.
