PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD    
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       As we enter into the most sacred week 
of our church year, I invite you to join us for as 
many of the celebrations as you can.  We begin 
tomorrow with Reconciliation Monday, 2pm – 
4pm in English at Transfiguration and 6pm – 8pm 
in Spanish and English at St. Stanislaus.  On 
Tuesday at St. Stanislaus, there is 7pm Mass in 
Spanish followed by the Prayer Group. On 
Wednesday in Transfiguration Parish Hall at 
6pm, we have Soup and Scripture which is spon-
sored by our Holy Name Society (this is the last 
weekend to get your tickets).  On Holy Thursday 
at St. Stanislaus there is bi-lingual Mass at 7pm.  
On Good Friday, we have outdoor Stations of the 
Cross with Holy Cross Parish beginning at Holy 
Cross Church at Noon.  At 3pm there is a service 
in English at Transfiguration and at 7pm a service 
in Spanish at St. Stanislaus.  On Holy Saturday, 
the Easter Vigil Mass begins at 7pm at St. Stani-
slaus.
