     Now that parishioners have returned from 
vacation and things are beginning to appear 

“normal” once again, I thought this would be a 
good time to remind everyone about the need to remain 
cautious during the reception of Holy Communion. Alt-
hough Covid is not wrecking the same havoc it did a 
few years ago, it is still a present concern. If you are 
choosing to receive Communion on your tongue, please 
have the courtesy to wait until the end of the line. The 
instructions we have received still require the priest or 
minister to sanitize his hands after each person who has 
received on the tongue.  
     There are no plans to restore the distribution of Com-
munion from the chalice. Eucharistic Ministers will con-
tinue to help distribute hosts when the size of the con-
gregation makes extra help necessary and to bring com-
munion to the sick. If you have chosen for reasons of 
health to join us for Mass via the livestream (which we 
are continuing precisely to make that available to the 
homebound), Eucharistic Ministers are available to 
bring you the sacrament. Please, contact the rectory to 
make arrangements.  
     AT THIS TIME, WE HAVE SUFFICIENT EU-
CHARISTIC MINISTERS FOR THE NEEDS OF THE 
PARISH. To be a minister in the parish begins with the 
pastor’s invitation for you to take the diocesan class. 
Those who sign up for the class on their own – without 
having been invited by me personally – should NOT 
presume they will be functioning in that capacity here. 
 
     Ahora que los feligreses han regresado de las vaca-
ciones y las cosas comienzan a parecer “normales” una 
vez más, pensé que sería un buen momento para re-
cordarles a todos la necesidad de ser cautelosos durante 
la recepción de la Sagrada Comunión. Aunque Covid no 
está causando los mismos estragos que hace unos años, 
sigue siendo una preocupación presente. Si elige recibir 
la Comunión en la lengua, tenga la cortesía de esperar 
hasta el final de la fila. Las instrucciones que hemos 
recibido todavía requieren que el sacerdote o ministro se 
desinfecte las manos después de cada persona que haya 
recibido en la lengua. 
     No hay planes para restablecer la distribución de la 
Comunión del cáliz. Los Ministros Eucarísticos contin-
uarán ayudando a distribuir hostias cuando el tamaño de 
la congregación haga necesaria ayuda adicional y a 
llevar la comunión a los enfermos. Si por razones de 
salud ha elegido unirse a nosotros para la Misa a través 
de la transmisión en vivo (que continuamos precisamen-
te para ponerla a disposición de las personas confinadas 
en sus hogares), los Ministros Eucarísticos están dis-
ponibles para llevarle el sacramento. Por favor, póngase 
en contacto con la rectoría para hacer los arreglos.
