THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

First of all, we have to make a distinction. All days are
holg but some, because of the special occurrences they
celebrate, are considered days of more solemnity on the
P Church calendar. These are called Holy Days. The dis-
tinction is taken one step further when we note that there are
Holy Days and Holy Days of Obligation which are of such im-
Eortance that they demand the same reverence given to Sunday, the

ord’s Day. The Holy Days of Obligation are the Solemnity of
Mary, Mother of God (January 1), Ascension Thursday, The  As-
sumption, All Saints Da?{, The  Immaculate Conception and Christ-
mas. To make things a [ittle more complicated, some of those, like
the Ascension, can be moved to a Sunday; others, like today’s Feast
of the Assumption, are celebrated only on the asmg\l}ed ate. So,
today, even though it’s Sunday, we celebrate Mary. We express our
faith’ that Mary was assumed body and soul into heaven. Most Cath-
olic theologians accepted the belief of the Assumption even before
this doctrine became an article of faith when Pope Pius XII declared
it a dogma of the Catholic faith: “The Immaculate Mother of God,
the ever Virgin Mary, hav nzg completed the course of her earthly life,
was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory” (Munificentissimus
Deus, Pope Pius XII, 1950).

La distincion se lleva un paso
mas alla cuando observamos que hay Dias Santos y Dias de Ob-
ligacion que son de tal importancia que exigen la misma reverencia
que se le da al domingo, el Dia del Sefior. Los Dias Santos de Ob-
ligacion son la Solemnidad de Maria, Madre de Dios (1 de enero),
Jueves de la Ascension, La Asuncion, Todos los Santos, La Inmacu-
lada Concepcion y Navidad. Para hacer las cosas un poco mas com-
plicadas, algunas de ellas, como la Ascension, se pueden trasladar a
un domingo; otras, como la Fiesta de la Asuncion de hoy, se celebran
solo en la fecha asignada. Entonces, hoy, aunque es domingo, cele-
bramos a Maria. Expresamos nuestra fe en que Maria fue asumida en
cuerpo y alma al cielo. La mayoria de los tedlogos catdlicos
aceptaron la creencia de la Asuncion incluso antes de que esta doctri-
na se convirtiera en un articulo de fe cuando el Papa Pio XII la
declaré un dogma de la fe catélica: “La Inmaculada Madre de Dios,
la siempre Virgen Maria, habiendo completado el curso de su vida
terrenal vida, fue asumido en cuerpo y alma a la gloria celestial
”(Munificentissimus Deus, Papa Pio XII, 1950).
